Fees
Fees are reviewed annually by our Trustees. From September 2011 our e Updated August 2011
fees are:

. £3.90 per hour for children aged 2 years and above
. £5.00 per hour for children aged under 2 years
. There is a 15% sibling discount for second and subsequent children

. Children aged 3 years and over are entitled to receive either 12
hours of free day care per week all year round or 15 hours in term
time only

. A small number of subsidised places are available (e.g. for families
on benefits) - see the manager for more information.
