Meals:

When the cost of the meal in not included in the session price, they are charged
as follows:  Mid morning snack 80p, Lunch £3.30, Afternoon light tea 80p. It
should be noted that no EYE hours include the cost of meals and these will be
invoiced monthly in advance.
